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DIRECTIONS TO THE CASUAL’S 25TH BIRTHDAY PARTY 
 
 
Using the OHIO TURNPIKE or I-480 from the WEST (Lorain County westward) 
 

 From west, take the Turnpike to the I-480 East exit.  (Exit 151.) 
 Follow I-480E to the Great Northern Boulevard exit. 
 Turn left (north) off the exit ramp. 
 Continue straight past Great Northern Mall to Brookpark Road.  Turn right (east) on Brookpark. 
 Take Brookpark to Columbia Rd. (second light).  Turn left (north) on Columbia. 
 Turn right into the complex, and follow the map below. 

   
Using I-71 or I-480 from the NORTH or EAST 
 

 Take I-71 in your favorite direction to I-480.  Get onto I-480 Westbound.  
 Follow I-480 West to the Clague Road exit. Turn left (south) off the exit. 
 Follow Clague for a short distance to Brookpark Road.  Turn right (west) on Brookpark. 
 Take Brookpark to Columbia Rd. (second light).  Turn right (north) on Columbia. 
 Turn right into the complex, and follow the map below. 

 
Using I-90/S.R. 2 
 

 From the East or West, take I-90 to the Columbia Road (State Route 252) exit.  Turn south on 
Columbia. 

 Follow Columbia south.  After crossing Lorain Road (State Route 10), you’re getting close. 
 Look for one of the entrances to the complex as you approach Brookpark Road.   
 Turn right into the complex, and follow the map below. 
 If you hit the Brookpark Road intersection, you missed it.  Find a place to turn around and take another 

shot at it.
